SUBJECT: GUIDELINES FOR THE DEVELOPMENT AND IMPLEMENTATION OF
LIVELIHOOD ENHANCEMENT SUPPORT (LES) OF THE INTEGRATED
NATURAL RESOURCES AND ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT
PROJECT (INREMP)

1. Rationale

By 2020, INREMP is targeting household incomes in project areas to increase by 30%
from 2009 levels and that poverty incidence rate in the project areas will decrease to
25% from 47%. Also, it aims that revenues of participating municipalities in the URBs
increased by 10% from 2010 income levels through project investments in livelihood,
biodiversity protection and conservation, and PES.

The Livelihood Enhancement Support (LES) is intended to enable both the Indigenous
Peoples’ Organization /Peoples’ Organization (IPO/PO) and its members to increase their
short, medium, and long-term incomes from more sustainable, and market-oriented
livelihoods or enterprises. These enterprises will help the individual and the IPO/PO
generate income while contributing to the overall improvement of the watersheds.

This Technical Bulletin (TB) will provide additional reference, guidance and procedures
on how the subprojects on rural infrastructure will be identified and selected under
Component 2: Smallholder and Institutional Investment and Rural Infrastructure of the
Integrated Natural Resources and Environmental Management Project (INREMP)
specifically on livelihood enhancement support which was not covered in depth in
Technical Bulletin No. 2014-01 (Section V, Item No. 4, Trading Center and Post- Harvest
Facilities).

The provisions in this Bulletin serve to address common understanding on Livelihood
Enhancement Support selection as embodied in the Conservation Farming Section of
the Project Administration Manual (PAM).

II. Purpose and Objective

This TB is intended to guide the implementation of the Livelihood Enhancement Support
specifically on the processing of products for value added to support farming
communities. It will determine the best-suited projects considering the crops produced
by the IPO/PO.

III. Users of the Technical Bulletin

The users of this TB are the concerned technical personnel of the DENR, Local
Government Units and other stakeholders who will be involved in activities of identifying
and implementing the Livelihood Enhancement Support (LES) as identified in the
Conservation Farming section of the PAM.
